The Miracle League is a
charitable organization that provides children with mental and/or
physical challenges an opportunity to play baseball as a team
member in an organized league. The Miracle League gives these
children the opportunity to get out in the sunshine and enjoy
playing the all-American game of baseball - because “Every Child
Deserves the Chance to Play Baseball.”

The first specially-equipped field called the “Field of Dreams” was
built in Atlanta, Georgia in the spring of 2000. This custom-
designed venue incorporates a cushioned synthetic turf that
accommodates wheelchairs and other walking assistance devices,
while helping prevent injuries. In other words, it provides a level-
playing field where physically and mentally challenged children
can hit, run, and catch - just like the best of them. During each Miracle League game, every child is given an opportunity to hit
the ball and score a run. Miracle League team members are assigned “buddies” who assist them in hitting the ball and “running”
the bases. Buddies can be fellow schoolmates, parents, college students, business leaders or anyone who wishes to volunteer their
time to give a child the gift of baseball.

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Preserve the natural beauty of Southfield

The City requires residents or their contractors to obtain a permit prior to
removing any trees 8'’ in diameter or larger on public or private property.

Permits are issued at no charge by the Planning Department under the City’s
Woodland and Tree Preservation Ordinance.  Any tree 8'’ in diameter or
larger must undergo an inspection prior to removal. Inspections and permits
are required for all trees, regardless of size, within a woodland area as indi-
cated on city maps. The only trees that do not require a permit are those
found to be completely dead; orchard type trees such as apple or cherry; or
trees damaged by a disaster that require removal to prevent injury to persons
or property. No permit is required for the removal of ash trees; however,
transporting ash wood from quarantined areas such as Southfield to other
parts of Michigan is prohibited. Permits are also not required for trees that
only require moderate trimming.

The Southfield Planning Department has a list available of licensed and
insured tree services if needed. To obtain a tree inspection, call the Planning

Department at (248) 796-4156.

Absent Voter

Applications

Michigan law requires that registered voters

wishing to receive an absent voter ballot

must complete an Absent Voter Application

for each election for which an absentee

ballot is needed.  All registered voters age

60 years and over, and disabled residents

who have requested same, are automatically

mailed the Absent Voter Application.  The

Application must be returned to the City

Clerk’s Office, completed and signed,

before an Absent Voter Ballot can be mailed

to the voter.  If you need an Absent Voter

Close of Registration

Michigan election law states that you must

be registered to vote 30 days in advance of

an election.

Precinct Changes

In March  2003, the Southfield City Council

enacted Ordinance No. 1494, amending

the City Code to consolidate the number of

voting precincts in Southfield.  The Precinct

Consolidation Plan reduced the number of

voting precincts from 50 to 43 and trimmed

the number of polling locations from 25 to

19.  The plan provides for a more equal

balance of actual voters at the precincts, a

cost-savings in both personnel and

equipment, and helps eliminate long lines

on election day.

To streamline the election process even

further, new precinct numbers were

assigned and changes in some polling

locations were made to allow easier access

to the polls for Southfield voters.  In

September 2003, all registered voters in

Southfield were mailed a new Voter

Identification Card, identifying their new

precinct number and polling location.  Valid

Voter I.D. Cards are dated 09/02/2003 to

present.  Any registered voter who has not

received a newer Voter Identification Card

should contact the City Clerk’s Office at

(248) 796-5150.

As a result of the precinct consolidation

plan, and with the support of Lawrence

Technological University, the City Clerk’s

Office implemented the use of laptop

computers at the voting precincts.  Election

workers are able to verify precinct numbers

and voting locations via the laptop

computers on-site for voters.  To view

voting precincts and polling locations in

Southfield, refer to the New Precinct

Locations information and Precinct Map

in this publication, or visit the City Web

site at www.cityofsouthfield.com.

Snow Removal
Guidelines

Simple measures can be taken to
ensure the safety of pedestrians and
drivers during the winter months.
Southfield City ordinance requires
residents and businesses clear their
sidewalks in a timely fashion for
pedestrian safety and to expedite
mail delivery.

To minimize snow buildup in front of
driveways, residents should remem-
ber to shovel snow from left to right
as they face the street.  Residents
should also remember to remove all
vehicles from the street whenever
there is a significant snowfall to aid
in plowing. Fire hydrants and catch
basins should also be kept as clear
as possible.
