DID YOU KNOW?
	 That child visitation under Michigan law includes guidelines for grand parental visits 
with grandchildren.

	 Grandparents who live in multi generational 
households have daily contact with their grandchildren, 
while grandparents who live in separate households have 
found that in-person access to their grandchildren can 
sometimes be difficult. For these grandparents, variables 
that affect visitation include the distance between homes, 
whether the grandparent continues to work full time, the 
status of the grandparent’s relationship with the child’s 
parents, and whether there is a connection with a non-related custodial parent.

	 Some retired grandparents accomplish visitation and bonding with their grandchildren by 
providing childcare while the parents are at work. Others schedule frequent, consistent outings 
with the child to a favorite restaurant, local park, or zoo. 

	 Child visitation under the Michigan Child Custody Act includes the right of grandparents 
to visit with their grandchildren. Nevertheless, grandparents who want visitation should just ask 
the parents, first. Many parents would jump at the chance to take a break, run errands, or enjoy 
a special night out. 

	 Court ordered visitation is available to 
grandparents who meet the stringent guidelines required 
under MCL 722-27b.  To access this information, visit 
the Michigan Compiled Laws homepage at  https://www.
legislature.mi.gov, and type “MCL-722-27b” in the 
Michigan Complied Laws search box.  

	 If you have questions or need assistance with

Southfield Human Services

Effective July 1, 2024
The Chore Program is for all Southfield homeowners who are senior citizens, 62 or older, OR cer-
tified handicapped living alone AND whose annual income meets 
HUD Federal income guidelines:  for a family of ONE the income 
must be $33,600 or less and for a family of TWO the income must 
be $38,400 or less.   

Chore services include yard work (lawn care, shrub and tree trim-
ming and leaf pick-up), snow removal, window and gutter cleaning, 
minor plumbing, furnace cleaning and minor repair, minor electri-
cal repair, minor painting and carpentry.  Each qualified home-
owner is allowed $600 per year for the labor involved, while the client is responsible for materials 
used.  By helping with home and yard maintenance, the Chore Program enables homeowners to 
continue to stay in their homes.
